You may also wish to know that the SDF portal will be accessible till the last day
of Term 4 for you to provide timely updates of your information and/or your
child’s/ward’s information.

5. Consentfor School’s Use of Photographs and/or Videos

6. Safe Management Measures (SMMs)
The school will continue to ensure that prevailing safe management measures
(SMMs) are in place to keep our students safe, including:
e Visual screening and temperature-taking of individuals
e Observance of high standards of hygiene
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All students should bring their personal Oral Digital Thermometer (ODT) to school
every day. Please note that there will be a Temperature-Taking Exercise (TTEX)
on 1 April 2026, Wednesday morning. Please ensure that your child/ward has
a working thermometer.

We seek your support to keep the school a safe environment for our Outramians.
If your child/ward is unwell, please ensure that he/she stays at home and seeks
medical attention if necessary. If your child/ward is recovering from respiratory-
related ilinesses, please encourage him/her to exercise social responsibility (e.qg.
by wearing a mask and minimising social interactions with big groups). We will
continue to work with you closely. Let us all do our part to exercise personal and
social responsibility and stay safe.

7. Mass Collection and Payment of Materials and Programmes for 2026

In 2026 Term 1, parents/ guardians will receive a notification letter from the
school detailing all the enrichment programmes and costs of materials or other
items incurred during the school year. The school will issue this consolidated
School Bill to parents/ guardians once the letter is acknowledged and signed.
Co-payment of enrichment programmes (if any) by Singaporean students will be
deducted directly from their Pupil Edusave Funds. Where Edusave funds are
insufficient, parents/guardians are strongly encouraged to pay outstanding
balance using one of the following modes of payment:

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Secondary 1 CCA Trials and Selection Exercise (not applicable to DSA
Sports students)

Secondary 1 Outramians will be participating in the CCA trials and the allocation
exercise over a two-week period. To support Outramians in making an informed
decision, they will be given trial sessions during which they can explore different
CCAs, gain insights into their culture and activities, and reflect on their interests,
strengths, and aspirations before committing to one CCA.

Outramians must register for three (3) trial sessions, one of which must be a
Uniformed Group (UG). Attendance at all registered trials is compulsory unless
supported by a valid medical certificate. Outramians are required to wear
appropriate attire, encouraged to interact with CCA members, and complete
reflection questions after each trial. Registration will be done via FormSG, and
allocation is subject to the school’s decision. After the three (3) trial sessions,
students will be given the chance to rank and submit their top five (5) preferred
CCA choices (must include at least one (1) uniform group selection) via FormSG.
Taking into account the top five preferences indicated, the school will endeavour
to allocate your child/ward to the most suitable CCA. Should an Outramian not
maximise all choices, allocation will be made at the school’s discretion.

Commemoration of Total Defence Day and Celebration of Spring Festival

Chinese New Year (Spring Festival) Eve (16 February 2026)

On the eve of Chinese New Year, 16 February 2026, Monday, Outramians will
report to school as usual for normal curriculum lessons at their respective school
campuses. More details regarding the programme for the day will be shared with
Outramians nearer to the date.
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Commemoration of Total Defence Day and Celebration of the Spring Festival
(20 February 2026)

The school will commemorate Total Defence Day and celebrate the Spring
Festival as a combined whole-school assembly on 20 February 2026, Friday,
held at Anchorvale Campus.

This commemoration is significant as Singapore fell to the Japanese on 15
February 1942, which coincided with the first day of Chinese New Year that year.
This serves as a reminder to our students of the importance of vigilance, unity,
and resilience, even during festive periods. Although the combined
commemoration and celebration is held on the fourth day of Chinese New Year,
bringing both occasions together allows students to reflect on our national history
while meaningfully celebrating cultural traditions as one united school
community through a whole-school programme.

Outramians are encouraged to wear red shirts or T-shirts paired with their school
skirts or pants on that day. School dismissal will be as per normal on 20 February
2026, Friday.

10. Blended Learning@Home (BL@Home) Days for Sec 1, Sec 3 to 5 Students
Outram Secondary School carries out Blended Learning in line with the national
aim for Outramians to experience online and onsite learning. The objective of
BL@Home is to develop Outramians to be future-ready and self-directed digital
learners. Thus, Outramians will stay at home on the following dates and embark
on e-learning with instructions from their subject teachers.

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However, Outramians without internet and computer facilities at home must
report to school (Computer Labs) by 7.30 am for supervised learning on
BL@Home days. Online lessons will follow the regular timetable where lessons
start at 7.45 am. Teachers will design and facilitate meaningful technology-
mediated learning experiences for the students.

Meet-the-Parents Session (MPS) for Sec 1, Sec 3 to 5 Levels

Outramians are not required to attend school on 29 May 2026, Friday, which is
set aside for the Term 2 MPS for the Secondary 1 and Secondary 3 to Secondary
5 students. The MPS will be held either through MS Teams (a video conference
platform) or in-person meeting. Your child/ward’s Form Teachers (FTs) may start
to contact parents/guardians to arrange for the MPS from 27 April 2026,
Monday. All MPS between FTs and parents are expected to be completed latest
by 5 June 2026, Friday. This will allow you to arrange the MPS with your
child/ward’s FTs and Subject Teachers for the purpose of providing feedback
and suggestions for his/her areas for growth and/or improvement.

We believe that the MPS will strengthen the school’s partnership with you to help
your child/ward succeed in their educational journey. An announcement will be
put up on Parents Gateway to invite you to register your preferred mode of
communication with your child/ward’s FTs.
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Last Day of Reporting to School in Semester 1

Outramians will have classroom lessons until the end of Semester 1. The last
day in Semester 1 for students to report to school is 28 May 2026, Thursday.
Outramians may stay at home on 29 May 2026, Friday, or could join their parents
to attend the MPS that day with their FTs.

Annual Health Screening for Secondary 1 Cohort (NEW)

The Health Promotion Board (HPB) will be conducting our annual health
screening and HPV vaccinations (for female students only) in school during the
period of 12 to 20 January 2026 within curriculum time. More details will be
shared via Parents Gateway nearer the date.

Parents Gateway-School Cockpit Mobile (PG-SCM) Student Absence
Notification
From January 2026, schools will enable the PG-SCM Student Absence

Notification. With the new enhancements, notifications can be set up and
scheduled on SCM to automatically notify parents/guardians via PG when your
child/ward is absent. This notification will also request parents/guardians to
submit your child/ward’s reason for absence and documents via PG.

Parents/guardians can conveniently manage your childs/ward’s absence records
by submitting notifications in advance, editing details and uploading supporting
documents when needed, submitting reasons even after the day of absence
within the same calendar year, and withdrawing submissions at any time, after
which the school will no longer be able to view them. Please refer to the attached
“Parent User Guide for Absence Notification in PG app” for the detailed functions.

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Outramians who arrive after 7.30 am, are considered late. Their attendance will be
marked by teachers using SCM. An alert, via SMS, will be given to parents at
9.30 am_if students are not in _school by 9.30 am. It is _important for
parents/quardians to notify the FTs/school if your child/ward is absent from
school for the day.

15. Updated School Disciplinary Measures for Vaping
In line with national efforts to curb vaping and substance abuse, MOE has

introduced a stricter disciplinary framework that takes effect from 1 September
2025. Students found engaging in vape-related offences may face
consequences such as detention, suspension, or caning. Your partnership is vital
in helping us keep our students safe and drug-free.

16. Tightened Guidelines for Use of Smart Devices in School
From January 2026, all secondary school students will be required to keep their

smart phones and smartwatches out of use throughout the entire school day,
including during recess, CCA, and after-school programmes. This enhanced
measure, announced by MOE, aims to strengthen students’ ability to stay
focused, be fully present in their learning, and develop healthier screen-use
habits. Devices will be placed in designated storage areas or kept in students’
bags during school hours to minimise distractions and encourage more
meaningful interactions with peers ?gd teachers. We seek your support as these
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changes are introduced. By working together to reinforce mindful device use, we
can help our students build stronger social skills, develop self-regulation, and
enjoy a more balanced school experience. Should there be situations where
phone use is necessary for learning or wellbeing, schools may grant permission
on an exceptional basis. Thank you for partnering with us to create a safer,
healthier, and more conducive environment.
