5. Safe Management Matters (SMMs) 
The school will continue to ensure that prevailing safe management measures (SMMs) 
are in place to keep our students safe, including:

Please note that there will be a Temperature-Taking Exercise (TTEx) on 1 April 2026, 
Wednesday morning. Please ensure that your child/ward has a working thermometer.  
 
We seek your support to keep the school a safe environment for our Outramians. If your 
child/ward is unwell, please ensure that he/she stays at home and seeks medical attention 
if necessary. If your child/ward is recovering from respiratory-related illnesses, please 
encourage him/her to exercise social responsibility (e.g. by wearing a mask and 
minimising social interactions with big groups). We will continue to work with you closely. 
Let us all do our part to exercise personal and social responsibility and stay safe. 
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6. Mother Tongue Language Fortnight (Part 1)- Celebration of Hari Raya, Tamil New 

Year and Commemoration of International Friendship Day  
The school will celebrate Mother Tongue Fortnight (Part 1) from 6 to 10 April 2026. This 
year’s theme, “Discover Your Roots” invites Outramians to deepen their appreciation of 
Chinese, Malay, and Tamil languages and the rich cultures they represent. 
 
During the fortnight, Outramians will participate in curriculum-time activities, including 
specially designed lessons and interactive experiences that explore the traditions, 
heritage, and cultural significance of the three Mother Tongue languages. Cultural booths 
across both campuses will provide hands-on opportunities to learn more about ethnic 
heritage and community practices. 
 
The celebration will conclude with a Hari Raya, Tamil New Year, and International 
Friendship Day concert on 10 April 2026, showcasing cultural diversity and fostering 
appreciation of Mother Tongue languages. Through these activities, we aim to inspire 
Outramians to understand their linguistic and cultural roots and take pride in the beauty 
and richness of their Mother Tongue Languages. 

 
 

7. Tree Planting as part of 120th Anniversary Celebration 
As part of our 120th Anniversary celebration in 2026, Outramians and staff will participate 
in a tree-planting initiative to mark this milestone. A total of 12 trees will be planted, each 
symbolising a decade of our school’s heritage and growth. The selected species will reflect 
our school vision, motto, and six SPIRIT values, serving as lasting representations of our 
identity. 
 
This initiative also supports character development and sustainability efforts. Through 
hands-on involvement, Outramians will build environmental awareness, teamwork, and 
stewardship, while developing a stronger sense of ownership of their surroundings.  
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At the same time, the project contributes to the One-Million-Trees Movement under the 
Singapore Green Plan 2030, reinforcing Outramians’ civic responsibility towards a City in 
Nature. 
 
The tree-planting exercise will involve Secondary 3 and 4/5 classes on 10 April 2026 (with 
24 April 2026 as a backup date in the event of wet weather on 10 April 2026), and 
Secondary 1 classes on 8 May 2026 (with 22 May 2026 as a backup date in the event of 
wet weather on 8 May 2026).

The Secondary 4E/5N Mother Tongue Languages (MTL) Preliminary Examination 1 will 
be held on 29 April 2026, Thursday (Term 2, Week 6).

10:05 am, followed by recess from 10:05 am to 10:45 am. Outramians will then report to 
their examination venues at 10:45 am. 
 
Paper 1 will take place from 11:00 am to 1:00 pm (Outramians with access arrangement 
till 1:30 pm), and Paper 2 from 2:00 pm to 3:30 pm (Outramians with access arrangement 
till 3:55 pm). Outramians will be briefed on examination details and instructions closer to 
the examination date.

11. 120th Speech Day   

The school will celebrate its 120th Speech Day on 15 May 2026, Friday, with all 
Outramians, staff and invited guests. The theme is “Honouring our Legacy, Shaping 
the Future”. 
 
Outramians are to report at 8.00 am to their respective campuses to participate in the 
120th anniversary activities before the ceremony. The main ceremony will take place at 
YHC from 9.00 am to 11.00 am. Ten Secondary 1 students from each class will attend 
the ceremony in-person at YHC, while the remaining Secondary 1 students will view the 
live-stream display at AVC. We look forward to a meaningful celebration as we recognise 
our students’ achievements and reflect on our shared aspirations for the future. 

 
 
12. ECG@Outram: Applied Learning Elective Modules (ApLMs) at the Institute of 

Technical Education (ITE) and Polytechnics 
The school selects ApLMs offered by both the ITE and polytechnics to prepare students for 
the exciting courses they can pursue in their post-secondary education. ApLMs are 
enrichment modules that broaden the learning experiences of students and complement 
the secondary school curriculum with a focus on the practical application of knowledge.  
 
These modules provide Outramians with applied learning opportunities – learning that 
involves doing and applying, learning about the real world, and learning for life. ApLMs also 
allow Outramians to discover their interests and strengths and make informed education 
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and career choices. Students who complete the module will be awarded a Certificate of 
Completion.   With regards to the schedule for ApLMs at both the ITE and polytechnics, a 
separate letter will be issued to parents via PG for the respective cohorts in Term 2. 

 
 

13. MTL Intensive Timed Practices and Programme  
In preparation for the GCE O-level MTL Examination in June 2026, Outramians offering 
GCE O-level MTL will be involved in the internal timed practices from 8.30 am to 12.30 pm, 
from 25 to 28 May 2026. More details will be provided to the parents/guardians and 
respective Outramians at a later date.  

 
 

14. Sports Education Programme on 28 May 2026 
As part of our milestone programme in school, Outramians will be given the opportunity 
to participate in the following sporting activities on the last day of Term 2.

16.   Meet-the-Parents Session (MPS) for Sec 1, Sec 3 to Sec 5 Levels 
Outramians are not required to attend school on 29 May 2026, Friday, which is set aside 
for the Term 2 MPS for the Secondary 1, 3, 4 and 5 students. The MPS will be held either 
through MS Teams (a video conference platform) or in-person meeting. Your child/ward’s 
Form Teachers (FTs) may start to contact parents/guardians to arrange for the MPS from 
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May 2026. All MPS between FTs and parents are expected to be completed latest by            
5 June 2026, Friday.  

 
This will allow you to arrange the MPS with your child/ward’s FTs and Subject Teachers 
for the purpose of providing feedback and suggestions for his/her areas for growth and/or 
improvement. We believe that the MPS will strengthen the school’s partnership with you 
to help your child/ward succeed in their educational journey. An announcement will be 
put up on Parents Gateway to invite you to register your preferred mode of communication 
with your child/ward’s FTs. 

 
17. Remedial Programme for Graduating Classes during June School Holidays        

There will be remedial programme for graduating (Sec 4/5) classes during the June 
School Holidays. This is planned to provide additional support to Outramians who need 
to reinforce their learning and understanding of important concepts and skills, ensuring a 
strong foundation for the upcoming National Examinations. The remedial programme will 
be conducted over 3 days from 3 June 2026, Wednesday to 5 June 2026, Friday, from 
8.00 am to 12.30 pm. More information will be disseminated in Term 2, 2026.
