7. Safe Management Measures (SMMs) 
 
The school will continue to ensure that prevailing safe management measures (SMMs) 
are in place to keep our students safe, including:  

• Visual screening and temperature-taking of individuals 
• Observance of high standards of hygiene 

 

All students should bring their personal Oral Digital Thermometers (ODT) to school every 
day. Please note that there will be a Temperature-Taking Exercise (TTEx) on Wednesday, 
10 January 2024 morning. Please ensure that your child(ren)/ ward(s) has (have) a 
working thermometer. 
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We seek parents/guardians’ support to keep schools a safe environment for students. If 
your child/ward is unwell, please ensure that he/she stays at home and seeks medical 
attention if necessary. If your child is recovering from respiratory-related illnesses, please 
encourage him/her to exercise social responsibility (e.g. by wearing a mask, minimising 
social interactions with big groups). We appreciate your support and will continue to work 
with you closely. Let us all do our part to exercise personal and social responsibility and 
stay safe.   

 

8. Traffic Management  
To ensure the safety of our students, we appeal to parents/ guardians who are driving 
their child(ren)/ ward(s) to school to abide by the vehicular arrangements of the school:  

 

(a) There is strictly no parking for parents/ guardians dropping off or picking up 
their children before or after school. 

(b) All vehicles are to enter the school through the back gate before 7.25 am. 
(c) After 7.25 am, vehicles are not allowed into the school compound for safety 

reasons. Parents may drop their children off at the public carpark opposite the 
front gate (Block 13, York Hill HDB open-air carpark) and students may then 
use the zebra crossing to enter the compound on foot.  

(d) Parents/ guardians may also wait at the same carpark to pick their child(ren)/ 
ward(s) up after school dismissal.  

(e) Entry to school for pick up or drop off through the front gate is strictly prohibited 
except during wet weather. 

 

Please be reminded to strictly observe transport safety rules and procedures within the 
school compound. We would like to appeal to all parents/ guardians to co-operate with 
our school staff and security officers to enhance traffic safety around and in our school.
